Eligibility
      Participation is open to all natural persons who are nationals of and legal persons        (participating either individually or in a grouping – consortium – of tenderers) which are effectively established in a Member State of the European Union or in a eligible country or territory  as defined under the Regulation (EU) No 236/2014 establishing common rules and procedures for the implementation of the Union's instruments for external action (CIR) for the applicable instrument under which the contract is financed (see also heading 29 below). Participation is also open to international organization’s

Candidature
All eligible natural and legal persons (as per item 11 above) or groupings of such persons (consortia) may apply.

A consortium may be a permanent, legally-established grouping or a grouping which has been constituted informally for a specific tender procedure. All members of a consortium (i.e., the leader and all other members) are jointly and severally liable to the contracting authority.

The participation of an ineligible natural or legal person (as per item 10) will result in the automatic exclusion of that person. In particular, if that ineligible person belongs to a consortium, the whole consortium will be excluded.

Number of tenders
No more than one tender can be submitted by a natural or legal person whatever the form of participation (as an individual legal entity or as leader or member of a consortium submitting a tender).  In the event that a natural or legal person submits more than one tender, all tenders in which that person has participated will be excluded.

Selection criteria
The following selection criteria will be applied to tenderers. In the case of tenders submitted by a consortium, these selection criteria will be applied to the consortium as a whole:
1) Economic and financial capacity of tenderer (based on item 3 of the tender form). 
· the average annual turnover of the last three year must exceed the amount of Euro 5.000 
2) Professional capacity of tenderer (based on item 4 of the tender form)

Key experts 

Key experts have a crucial role in implementing this contract. These Terms of Reference contain expert profiles and the tenderer shall submit CVs and Declaration for the consultants. 
Expertise required 
·  University degree in Agriculture science or a science degree with a major in agriculture-related studies such as biology or related fied.

· Good communication skills in English.

· Demonstrated ability to cultivate, build and maintain strong working relationships with entrepreneurs, universities, research institutions, associations, chamber of commerce & industries, and investors.

· Able to analyze and solve problems

· Interested in science and the environment

· Able to make accurate observations

· Good oral and written communication skills

· Good organizational skills, with supervisory ability

General requirements

The Consultant should possess:

·  At least 5 years of proven experience working with agricultural businesses, rural industries and governments in the production, processing and distribution of farm products.
·  Experience in preparation of reports. 
·  Very good competences of English language.

Specific requirements

· Realization of documentation of recommendations and reports estimates.

· Depth knowledge in the field of strategic planning.

· Depth knowledge in the field of policy-making.

· Working experience in companies or institutions well-known in the respective sectors above.

Previous experience which caused breach of contract and termination by a contracting authority shall not be used as reference. 

An economic operator may, where appropriate and for a particular contract, rely on the capacities of other entities, regardless of the legal nature of the links which it has with them. If the tenderer relies on other entities it must prove to the contracting authority that it will have at its disposal the resources necessary for the performance of the contract by producing a commitment by those entities to place those resources at its disposal. Such entities, for instance the parent company of the economic operator, must respect the same rules of eligibility - notably that of nationality – and must comply with the selection criteria for which the economic operator relies on them. Furthermore, the data for this third entity for the relevant selection criterion should be included in the tender in a separate document. Proof of the capacity will also have to be provided when requested by the contracting authority.

With regard to technical and professional criteria, an economic operator may only rely on the capacities of other entities where the latter will perform the services for which these capacities are required. 

With regard to economic and financial criteria, the entities upon whose capacity the tenderer relies become jointly and severally liable for the performance of the contract.
